2008 TOURNAMENT RULES

1. All tournament games shall be governed by the Official Softball Rules of the Joint Rules Committee as published in the Official Guide of the Amateur Softball Association with the following regulations governing local conditions.
2. Teams must show proof of ASA registration. Team coach’s card may be requested at sign-in. Teams not currently ASA sanctioned may register for $25 during sign-in. 

3. While not necessary, it is recommended to have birth certificates available if a player’s eligibility is questioned.
4. Managers/Coaches are responsible for the conduct of their players and fans. Any team personnel or fan that displays unsportsmanlike conduct will subject themselves and/or the team to suspension from the game and/or tournament. No foul language or unruly behavior will be allowed. Team managers must have full control of their players and coaching staff both on and off the field. Team managers are responsible for the actions of team followers at the tournament.
5. Teams will provide their own balls for play.
6. All umpire calls are final. Tournament directors will NOT overrule an umpire’s decision.
7. No smoking or tobacco in the dugouts or on the playing field. Designated smoking areas are available. No alcoholic beverages are allowed in the park.
8. Time Limit for 6u and 8u will be one (1) hour. 10u and older is 75 minutes.  In the event of a tie, the international tiebreaker will be in effect. 
9. Run limits are: 15 runs after 3, 12 runs after 4 and 8 runs after 5. Game shall be called when losing team cannot achieve a tie. 
10. If the game prior to yours is called early, be ready to play in order to keep the tournament on schedule for all involved. 
11. On a batted ball, an overthrown ball is considered a “live ball” and runners can advance at the risk of being put out.          
12. Round robin batting is optional, however, the Umpire must be told before the beginning of the game.
13. The team at the top of the bracket will occupy the 1st base dugout. 
14. Home team shall be determined by a coin toss before game. Umpire does not have to be present.
15. No infield warm ups shall be allowed inside the playing field base paths. 
16. Lineups will include the # and name of the player and must be turned in at least 30 minutes before game starts. 
17. In the case of inclement weather, a Coach must check with the Tournament Director before leaving the park.
18. In inclement weather, the Umpires shall be the sole judge as to playing conditions.
19. If a game is called due to weather or other reason, it shall continue from that point when play is resumed.
20. A tournament roster will be required at checkin.

Special Run Limit Rules

There is a 6 run limit per half inning for 8u and 10u machine pitch.
There is a 5 run limit per half inning for 10u fast pitch. 

No single inning run limits in other age groups.
